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BOOTH PROVISIONS

Booth area is approximately 8 ft. x 10 ft. All items re-
lated to your booth space must fit within your area
nothing is to be placed in the aisle outside of your booth.
If your booth will require extra space allowance or you
desire a specific location for your booth, please contact the
Sertoma Office at 863-1231.

Two tables are provided: one for serving your chili to the
public and the second table for cooking. The tables are
approximately 6 ft. long. You will need to provide your
own tablecloths. A pipe & drape backdrop, sage green and
black in color, will hang behind your booth area.

Plastic spoons and small cups will be provided at the door
for the public to sample your chili. Saturday morning
spoons and small cups will be brought to you by your
Aisle Ambassador so your team members can sample your
nei ghborsd chili

Ten Cook passes will be given out on Friday evenirtg
the booth/team. The cook passes are for booth team mem-
bers only The number of members per team shall not ex-
ceed ten (10) people including the head cook, regardless of
the number of booth spaces. Anyone without a pass will be
required to pay admission. It is your responsibility to dis-
tribute the cook passes to your team members.

A fish bowl will be provided to each booth to collect con-
tributions/donations from the public. All cash proceeds

from the fish bowl count tow
Award and ticket votes for t
be deposited there.

r

Each single BOOTH entry is required to prepare a
minimum of ten (10) gallonsof chili. If a team has more
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than one booth, an additional 5 additional gallons per booth
location is required (IE: 3 booths = 20 gallons of Chili).
Twelve ounces of chili will be required for judging pur-
poses and the general public will be sampling your chili all
day. You will be provided a one ounce ladle. If you serve
your chili using the provided one ounce ladle, your chili
will last much longer and more people will have an oppor-
tunity to taste and judge it.

Chili for judging will be allowed to contain beans but no
extra toppings. Chili samples served to the public may
contain beans and any additional toppings such as cheese,
onions, etc. These toppings must be served with gloved
hands or appropriate utensils from the back table. Items
served from the front table such as crackers must be in indi-
vidual pre-packaged containers

Chili for the Cook-Oft is defined as any kind of meat or
combination of meats cooked with chili pepper seasonings,
spices and other assorted ingredients All Meat Must be
USDA Approved, ie: beef, pork, chicken, seafood, etc.
Absolutely no wild meat, including venison will be per-
mitted). No home-canned or home-prepared items will be
allowed. No ingredients may be pre-cooked or treated in
any way prior to the Chili Cook-Off.

No open containers of food are permitted on the front table.

NO ALCOHOL is to be brought into the EXPO Center
by Chili Cookoff Teamsdue to the Sertoma liquor li-
cense which is provided by the State of Missouri. Any
team suspected or found with alcohol will be reported to
Liquor Control Agents on the premises. No minors will be
all owed to purchase or
will be checked and wrist bands will be issued to purchase
tickets for alcoholic beverages. Wrist bands must be worn
to purchase alcoholic beverages

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ELECTRIC POWER PROVISIONS

Electrical outlets: Two (2) 110 v power outlets come with
each booth area. These two outlets have an average of 2000
watts total. (Please note: the average size household elec-
tric skillet is approximately 1000 watts). A power strip
does not increase the power load so please plan accord-

ingly.

220 v outlets are available in limited number and there is a
$50 fee per each 220 v hook-up. Requests for 220 v should
be made at the time of application to the Chili Cook-Off.

Open flame, propane or butane will NOT be permitted

WHAT TO BRING

Electric crock pot, hot plate, etc and any cooking utensils.

extension cords. (20 ft. recommended).

Cooking Equipment - Bring whatever you will need to pre-
pare your minimum of ten (10) gallons, or more, of chili.
The use of enamelware cooking utensils and equipment
will not be permitted.

All ingredients for cooking your chili. The Health Depart-
ment requires all meat and/or seafood, and ingredients to

be in the original packaging,

with proof of purchase. This will be checked and strictly
enforced by the Food Inspectors

CHILI JUDGING PROCEDURES

your booth, a chili sample cup for the judging. The con-
tainer will have a random number written on it..

You must bring your
chili, in the sample cup, with lid attached, to the chili judg-
ing room, by the specified time, on Saturday morning.

A member of Sertoma has been assigned as Your Aisle Ambas-
sador. This person will be your primary point of contact for
any problems, issues, questions or need¥our Aisle Ambas-
sador will be calling and/or emailing your contact person prior to
the event to answer questions and go over any last minute up-
dates. Your Aisle Ambassador will make every effort to become
acquainted with your team on Friday afternoon or evening. On
Saturday morning they will be present in your area of the Expo
Center throughout the event and will be wearing identifying
aprons. The Aisle Ambassador is the only person authorized
to take funds from your fishbowl.

LOADING & UNLOADING

Because the Chili Cook-Off is taking place on both levels of the
Expo Center, booths that are located on the upper level may
load/unload through the St. Louis Street doors at the West end of
the building next to the Shrine Mosque on Friday afternoon only.

All booth material for booths on the lower (Expo floor) level
must be unloaded/loaded through the overhead doors on the
North (Trafficway Street) side of the building. All material com-
ing in through the north side overhead doors must be brought in
on Friday; those doors will not be opened on Saturday until the
event is over.

AFTER THE EVENT

Our contract with the Springfield Expo Center mandates that
everyone be out of building by 11 PM on Friday, the 12th and by
7 PM on Saturday, the 13th. All equipment, props, etc. must be
removed from your booth on Saturday evening - no exceptions!
If your booth leaves large props (items built for your booth) in
the building, the Expo Center may send you a bill for tear down
and removal cost at their current billing rate. Please remove all
of your equipment and props.



HEALTH DEPARTMENT RULES &
REGULATIONS

The following is a list of rules and regulations provided by
the city health department concerning the chili cook-off.
These rules will be strictly enforced by inspectors. A
cooking permit must be issued to your team before
preparation of chili can begin.

The health department requires and enforces that all meat
and ingredients to be in its original packaging, and must be
stamped AUSDA inspectedo,
register receipt required). Vegetables must be sliced and
diced on the premises unless they were store-bought and
still in the storeb6s seal

Coolers with ice will be needed to store meat and other re-
frigerated ingredients, the holding temperature in the ice
coolers needs to be at 41 degrees (F) or below. Food must
be in a container that prevents direct contact with ice.

Potentially hazardous foods (all meats, sauces, etc) must
reach an internal temperature of 165 degrees (F). This food
handling practice is necessary because the risk of food
borne illness occurs when potentially hazardous food is
held in a temperature danger zone between 41 degrees and
140 degrees (F). After the chili is fully cooked it must be
held at 140 degrees (F) to be served. Be sure to keep your
chili hot.

No open food such as crackers, condiments, or napkins,
spoons, etc. can be set on the front table unless they are pre
-packaged. Any toppings or uncooked additions to the chili
(ie: cheese, onion, etc), must be done with gloved hands or
with proper utensils when being prepared or served.
